making use of a wide range of course books, other materials and variety of audio-
visual aids. A strong emphasis should be placed on dialogue and role-playing, but
more formal exercises, language games and literature are also used.

e Planning, preparing and delivering English lesson plans

e Designing and producing teaching materials and adapting existing materials, and
the aim of these materials is by making each lesson encouraging the students to
communicate with each other using structures and vocabulary they haven’t
learnt, and to improve the four basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading
and writing.
